Thank you for helping keep our Library gardens
beautiful! To start, we provide a bucket of
gardening tools, a kneeling pad and two watering
cans. You can retrieve these at the Circulation Desk
by asking for the gardening supplies.

You’ll have access to water and a water hose—it’s located in the front garden on the east side
(nearest the main entrance). The water is always on—you just might need to turn on the
right-hand valve (see image below) to get water into the hose.




Please water the following areas:

Annuals around four trees on Sears Road

Annuals in 2 large containers at building
entrance

Sedum plants on right (west) side, near return book drop

1 full watering can

Perennial gardens on both sides of main entrance

Give trees and all plants a good watering, can use hose

Two Blue Spruce trees, right (east) rear side
of library driveway by Police Station.
